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How to Knit a Loop Stitch

To make a loop, knit one stitch like normal -- BUT instead of
dropping the yarn off the left needle like a normal knit stitch,
you leave the yarn on the left needle. This method takes
more yarn than a drop stitch.

One completed row of loop
stitch "fringe" on the needles.

Knit the first stitch Bring the yvarn
hut leave the yarn from the back
on the left needle. to the front

in between

your needles.

Your first knit
stitch now
looks like twao
stitches.

Yarn tail separating
"twa" stitches.
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Loop time!

Passing the first stitch over the second
stitch with the loop in between them locks
in the loop and makes a little scarf around it.

Pass the first
stitch over the
second one to
lock in the loop.

This is the same
as binding off ...
just one stitch.
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
