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Radish Sandwiches
I know this sandwich sounds crazy, but it's really a delightful little sandwich. It also makes great tea
sandwiches.

Scrub the radishes well, leave the tops and roots on, and
plunge them into a bowl of salt. Let them set until the
moisture starts to draw out of them and the salt becomes
damp.

Wipe the excess salt from the radishes, remove the tops
and roots, and cut in thick slices. Spread herbed butter on
bread and places radish slices.

For tea sandwiches, cut each slice of bread in fourths and
place one radish slice between two slices of bread.

Herb Butter

Mix chopped parsley, dill, and chives to taste into softened
butter.
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
